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Granting policy

The aims of Empath UK are:

1) To provide donors with a wide-ranging portfolio of charitable projects, accessible to all donors.

2) To provide stable support for charities of all sizes.

3) To carry out research into the needs of charitable causes, and the wishes of donors, to inform portfolio decisions.

Grants will be awarded subject to the following:
1) Grants are made at the full discretion of the board of trustees of Empath UK.
2) Exclusions.  At the time of writing, grants will not be made to political projects or projects covering the following objects:

a) Advancement of Religion

b) Animal Charities

3) Grants will only be awarded to charities having made a successful application.

4) Grants are made on the following conditions:

a) No portion of the grant will be spent on fundraising or marketing activity.

b) A report meeting the requirements specified in our Applications Policy will be returned by the end of the grant schedule.

5) Grants will not be awarded to charities with previous reports outstanding*, even if for a separate project (*past the deadline given in the Applications Policy).
6) Although we encourage charities to seek recurring grants for projects and make the application process straightforward, grants do not come with any guarantee of renewal.  Unchanged applications that have previously been accepted will remain accepted, but funds may become unavailable due to high demand in other areas of our grant portfolio.  However, it is one of our key aims to keep the occurrences of this situation to a minimum.
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
